Wehave reviewed the transportation conformity determination and supporting documentation
for the South East Texas Regional Planning Commission-Metropolitan Planning
Organization’s (SETRPC-MPO) Metropolitan Transportation Plan 2045 (MTP 2045) and
Revised FY 2019-2022 Transportation Improvement Program (Revised 2019-2022 TIP),
adopted by the Transportation Planning Committee (Policy Board) on July 18, 2019.

Based upon our review and consultation with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
